This Weekend’s Gospel: 
Matthew 14:12-16, 22-26 

 
On the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread, when they sacrificed the Passover lamb, Jesus ’ disciples said to him, 
"Where do you want us to go and prepare for you to eat the Passover?" He sent two of his disciples and said to them, "Go 
into the city and a man will meet you, carrying a jar of water. Follow him. Wherever he enters, say to the master of the 
house, 'The Teacher says, "Where is my guest room where I may eat the Passover with my disciples?"' Then he will show 
you a large upper room furnished and ready. Make the preparations for us there." The disciples then went off, entered the 
city, and found it just as he had told them; and they prepared the Passover. While they were eating, he took bread, said the 
blessing, broke it, gave it to them, and said, "Take it; this is my body." Then he took a cup, gave thanks, and gave it to 
them, and they all drank from it. He said to them, "This is my blood of the covenant, which will be shed for many. Amen, I 
say to you, I shall not drink again the fruit of the vine until the day when I drink it new in the kingdom of God." Then, aft er 
singing a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives.

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Fatima Procession 
 

In commemoration of the 107th anniversary of the apparitions of Our Lady of Fatima, and to repent for our sins and those of our 
families, and to pray for the graces we need through the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary, every thirteenth day of the month 
from May to October, in our parish of Saints Thomas Becket and Alphonsus Liguori, at 7:00 pm., a Holy Mass will be held  
followed by a Fatima Procession, during which we walk with the priest along the church with the statue of Our Lady of Fatima,  
praying the rosary and singing hymns in honor of Our Lady.  
 

On Monday, May 13th of this year, on the anniversary of the first apparition of Our Lady of Fatima 107 years ago, a Holy Mass was 
celebrated at St. Alphonsus Liguori church, followed by the first, in our parish, Fatima Procession in which a large group of parishioners 
from both locations and guests participated, despite the cloudy weather. During the procession we meditated on the Joyful Mysteries of 
the Holy Rosary, praying the Rosary in English and Polish.  
 

We thank everyone for praying with us and we invite you to the second procession which will take place on Thursday, June 13th, 
this time at St. Thomas Becket church. We will begin with Mass at 7:00 pm and the Fatima Procession around the church will follow 
with the prayer of the Rosary. This month we will be meditating on the Glorious Mysteries.  
 

All Families, parish groups, Knights of Columbus, lectors, altar servers, ushers are invited. We invite people in regional costumes and 
First Communion children in their outfits. Please bring candles or lanterns with you.
